Besides holding weekend Thai
cooking workshops at Mom Tri’s Boathouse, he frequently presents workshops for Chefs around the
world.

During the festival there is a choice of three alternating gourmet menus using the freshest ingredients
cooked to perfection by Chef Jean Noél. The tantalising appetizers, main courses and desserts will
combine the best that French Cuisine and Thai produce have to offer. Every evening there will be a
four-course dégustation menu , with each course accompanied by a superb French wine, especially
chosen by Boathouse’s Wine Director, Georges Ciret to perfectly complement the flavours of the
gourmet dishes.
